What will happen at this meeting?

Staff from Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and the US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) involved with permitting the proposed activity will share information about the permit process and the proposed permit application. You will have the opportunity to ask questions and to provide comments concerning the proposed permit and issuance of the required 401 Water Quality Certification (WQC).

What are DEQ’s responsibilities?

DEQ is the regulatory agency that helps protect and preserve Oregon’s environment. DEQ is responsible for protecting and enhancing Oregon’s water and air quality, for cleaning up spills and releases of hazardous materials, and for managing the proper disposal of hazardous and solid wastes.
 Specific to this activity, when the US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) receives an application for a wetlands removal/fill  a request for water quality certification is forwarded to DEQ at the same time.  DEQ evaluates whether the proposal will impact water quality and will meet applicable environmental programs.  Based on this evaluation DEQ will decide whether to issue a  401 WQC.
Who is the applicant?

City of Eugene – Public Works Engineering
Where is the proposed activity located?

The proposed construction corridor begins at the intersection of Terry Street and Roosevelt Blvd., continues west and north along the Fern Ridge pathway, then traverses north to cross Royal Avenue; terminating at Avalon Street and the intersection of Legacy Street. This proposal includes crossing the Greenhill Tributary of the Amazon Channel and will impact up to 3.5-acres wetlands.
What is the proposed activity?

The proposal is to excavate a trench up to 21.5 feet deep for the installation of a 48-inch  wastewater pipe. This pipe would be bedded in a layer of crushed rock and covered with backfill to a depth of 4 feet below the ground. The trench would then be supplied with a 1-inch layer of Bentonite chips protected on each side by a layer of geotextile fabric. The remaining fill would be a layer 3-4 feet of stockpiled topsoil. The applicant proposes to grade the site to match pre-construction contours and seed the impacted area with native seed mix. This proposal includes crossing of the Greenhill Tributary, which is anticipated to be dewatered for 1-2 days during construction.
Who is affected?

Property owners and residents in the vicinity of the proposal.
What legal requirements apply?

Section 401 of the Federal Clean Water Act requires applicants for federal permits or licenses to provide the federal agency a 401 WQC from the State of Oregon if the proposed activity may result in a discharge to surface waters.  Oregon Administrative Rule (OAR) 340-048 and Oregon Revised Statute (ORS) 468B.047 describe DEQ’s authority regarding the 401 WQC.

Which of the proposed activities are not under DEQ’s jurisdiction?

Removal/fill permits for the proposed activities are required by the USACE and the Oregon Department of State Lands.  In addition to coordinating with DEQ for 401 WQC, the USACE permit requires coordination with  National Marine Fisheries Service and US Fish and Wildlife Service for Threatened and Endangered Species considerations, Oregon State Historic Preservation Office and Native American Indian Tribes for cultural resource considerations and the public.

DEQ does not have jurisdiction over local land use decisions or zoning regulations.

What happens next?

DEQ will review and consider all water quality related comments received at the meeting and those received no later than 15 days after the meeting (April 20, 2007). Following this review, DEQ may issue or deny the 401 WQC.
